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Preface

A few years ago, I was in Minneapolis on a busi​ness trip. When in a new and hopefully excit​ing city with a few hours to spare, I frequently scour the "What and Where" guides that most hotels provide, in order to find suggestions for the best ways to spend my free time. While look​ing through just such a publication in Min​neapolis, I came across a short article written about the couple who had purchased the real-life first home of Mary Richards. For those who do not remember, Mary Richards was the fictional counterpart of Mary Tyler Moore, the beautiful, brainy and feisty television news producer in the long-running television series of the 1970s, "The Mary Tyler Moore Show."

Much to my surprise, the structure that housed Mary's first apartment on the show (not to be confused with the high-rise she moved into in the show's later years), populated with best-friend Rhoda and quirky Phyllis, a three- or four-story Victorian building with shuttered windows, actually existed. While the interiors were no doubt filmed on a sound stage in Hol​lywood (or Burbank), the building itself was a home to "real" people.

As I read the article about Mary's television "home," two things struck me. The first was that, contrary to my initial impression, not all televi​sion homes were located on those scenic streets in Hollywood that can only be accessed on the "back lot" tram tours provided by many of the major studios. In fact, houses on such "streets" are no doubt used over and over again, disguised, if necessary, to serve the needs of the new "resi-
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dents." Of course, as anyone who has been on a tour of the back lots knows full well, such houses are nothing more than facades. As the tram makes a turn off the street, we see that there is nothing behind the front of the "house" save some two-by-fours and some nails.

But the other thing that struck me as I read about Mary's house was how much I would have liked to go and see the house for myself. To match up the television image with the real-life structure, I thought, would be quite exciting. This, of course, from the guy who spent three consecutive weekends hunting the regions of lower Manhattan for the Ghostbusters firehouse (it was worth the effort—see Walking Tour 12: SoHo and TriBeCa).
Unfortunately, my schedule in Minneapolis did not permit me the opportunity to visit Mary's house, but my interest was piqued. Upon my re​turn to New York City, I began to think about all the locations in Manhattan that appear in films. Not just the obvious ones, like the Plaza Hotel or F.A.O. Schwarz (see Walking Tour 1:57th Street Shopper's Delight) but more obscure ones, like the building where Oscar Madison (Walter Matthau) and Felix Unger (Jack Lemmon) lived in the movie The Odd Couple (see Walking Tour 3:
The (Upper) Upper West Side).
Over the years, Manhattan has served as the location of choice for hundreds of movies. And while most of the action in some movies takes place almost entirely within the city (e.g.. Sea of Love, Ghostbusters, One Fine Day), others find a reason to stop in for a quick visit (e.g.. Moon​struck, Lost in America). I began to watch movies set in New York City with a different slant, to see if I could identify the street, building or other location that served as the backdrop for a particular scene.

What began as a curiosity rose to the level of full-grown obsession. The result of that obsession?
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You are currently holding it in your hands. Wher​ever possible, I have limited the book to locations that are still in existence. In a fast-paced, ever-changing social and business scene, where restau​rants close and reopen almost overnight, this has not been an easy task. Some locations (e.g.. The Empire State Building) are presumably here to stay. Others (e.g., O'Neal's Balloon, Columbus Avenue and 63rd Street) have played their part in New York's movie history and moved on. In some cases, I have indicated where a now vanished movie landmark had been. I apologize in advance for those locations that exist as this book goes to press (September, 1999) but are destined not to be there even a short time later.

Each Walking Tour is set up by neighborhood, and is intended to take no more than two hours, unless otherwise indicated at the beginning of the Walking Tour. Each is obviously best enjoyed on foot. How you get to the starting point is a mat​ter of individual choice, although I have done my best to start each Walking Tour as close as possible to a bus and/or subway stop and have identified the means of mass transit that can get you to that stop. For purposes of these directions, it has been assumed that the TourWalker is starting out from a point within Manhattan. Directions are given from points north, south, east and west of each Walking Tour's starting point. Buses should be ex​ited at the nearest stop to the one indicated.

The focus of the Walking Tours is the exterior of the building or other location. Thus, when I point out a building and indicate that it is where a particular family lived (e.g., the McCoys in Bon​fire of the Vanities), I do not mean to suggest, since I do not in fact know, that any of the movie's in​terior scenes were filmed there.

These Walking Tours do not require entrance to a building, but some of the buildings are open to the public. Whether to enter a building or not is entirely up to the TourWalker. But please be
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on best behavior. TourWalkers have a reputation to uphold.

Clearly, each Walking Tour's attractions need not be viewed in the order provided. Each such route is offered merely as a suggestion, though it has been designed to give the TourWalker the shortest distance between one location and the next.

I employed no magic in determining which locations were used in a film. Most were found by watching the film and doing a little research. For example, I found Location 24 of Walking Tour 4: The Upper East Side by noting some stores that appeared in the background of the scene (the movie was Ransom) and locating those stores. Once I did that, I knew the movie site was across the street. A few locations were easier for me to find because I've lived in Manhattan a long time and I know the city and its neighborhoods rea​sonably well; but almost all locations could be found by anyone willing to take the time and make the effort.

It is strongly suggested that all Walking Tours be followed during daylight hours. The main rea​son is that its easier to see and enjoy the locations in detail during the day. That aside, although none of the Walking Tours will necessarily take the TourWalker into unsafe areas, anyone walking around with his or her nose in a tourbook after dark not only will have some difficulty reading, but may become an invitation for unsavory char​acters to emerge from the shadows.

As I often refer to a location in terms of direc​tion (e.g., northeast corner of a particular inter​section, or west side of a particular avenue), it will be necessary for the TourWalker to understand these directional references. The city's "compass" is easier to grasp than you might imagine. For ex​ample, coming uptown and standing at the inter​section of Second Avenue and 85th Street, you will find that 86th Street is ahead of you, north of 85th (while 84th is behind you and south) and
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First Avenue is to your right, east of Second (while Third Avenue is to your left, west). If you are unsure of the directionals, consult the map at the start of each Walking Tour or simply ask one of the friendly NewYorkers walking by. They will be only too happy to help.

According to that "What and Where" guide in Minneapolis, the story goes that the people who purchased the Victorian house had not known it was the exterior for the television show and, growing weary of the continuous procession of tour buses pulling up in front of the house at all hours of the day and night, threw in the towel and moved to a less -well-known location. Luck​ily, because Manhattan has hundreds of movie and television locations, not just one, the fate of the owners of Mary Richards' house should not be repeated here and for TourWalkers who like the small tube as well as the big screen, I have also in​cluded a few locations from some of the more popular television shows of recent years that have utilized Manhattan for their backdrops.

Finally, I sincerely hope that the TourWalkers enjoy taking these tours as much as I enjoyed put​ting them together.

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Walking Tour 1
57th Street Shopper's Delight 

Some of the rnost expensive real estate in the world can be found within a short walk of the densely-peopled intersection of Fifth Avenue and 57th Street. Not only that, but go a short distance in either direction and you will find that this part of Manhattan has a rich and storied Hollywood history, with building after building and store after store finding a way into the movies.

Walking Tour 1: 57th Street Shopper's De​light begins at the southeast corner of Central Park, at the intersection of 59th Street (Central Park South) and Fifth Avenue. If you choose to get to the starting point by public transportation, you may use any of the following subway or bus lines (although the following list is by no means exhaustive):

FROM THE NORTH subways
• 4, 5 or 6 southbound to 59th Street. Walk

west on 59th to Fifth Avenue. buses
• Ml, M2, M3 or M4 southbound on Fifth Avenue to 59th Street.

FROM THE SOUTH subways
• 4, 5 or 6 northbound to 59th Street. Walk west on 59th to Fifth Avenue.
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• E or F northbound to Fifth Avenue and 53rd Street. Walk north on Fifth to 59th Street.

• N or R northbound to 59th Street, just west of Fifth Avenue. Walk east on 59th to Fifth Avenue.

buses
• Ml, M2, M3 or M4 northbound on Madi​son Avenue to 59th Street. Walk west on 59th to Fifth Avenue.

• M5, M6 or M7 northbound on Avenue of the Americas to 59th Street. Walk east on 59th to Fifth Avenue.

FROM THE EAST buses
• M31 southbound on York Avenue to 57th Street, then westbound on 57th to Fifth Av​enue. Walk north on Fifth to 59th Street.

• M57 westbound on 57th Street to Fifth Av​enue. Walk north on Fifth to 59th Street.

FROM THE WEST
subways
• 1, 9, B or C southbound to 59th
Street/Columbus Circle. Walk east on 59th to

Fifth Avenue. buses
• M5 southbound on Riverside Drive, then Broadway, then eastbound on 59th Street to Fifth Avenue.

• M7 southbound on Columbus Avenue, then Broadway, then eastbound on 59th Street to Seventh Avenue. Walk east on 59th to Fifth Avenue.

• M104 southbound on Broadway to Colum​bus Circle.Walk east on 59th to Fifth Avenue.

It you are not already there, cross to the west side of Fifth Avenue and get an unobscured view of the Plaza Hotel.

1. 59th Street, west of Fifth Avenue. The Plaza Hotel. The name has become synony​mous with class and elegance. Situated on one of the busiest corners in all of Manhattan, the Plaza Hotel stands grandly before the southeast en​trance to Central Park.

One of those places that finds its way into film after film, the Plaza is where, having boarded the wrong plane and found himself in New York, alone, at Christmas, Kevin McAllister (Macaulay Culkin) checked in, under the suspicious eye of the hotel's concierge (Tim Curry), in Home Alone 2: Lost in NewYork. In front, he ran into some old friends.
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It is also where Mick Dundee (Paul Hogan) stayed and charmed the hotel staff, in "Crocodile" Dundee, and where Monty Brewster (Richard Pryor) resided during the 30-day period in which he had to spend $30,000,000, in Brewster's Millions.
In addition, the Daytime Emmy Awards were held here in the movie Soapdish, starring Sally Field, Kevin Kline and Elisabeth Shue, among others.

In a fancy restaurant within the Plaza, smitten and besotted Arthur Bach (Dudley Moore) dined with a hooker he had picked up on the streets, in
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Arthur. He expressed surprise (to the consterna​tion of the other diners) when he learned that his "date" was a hooker. He had simply thought lie was doing really well with her.
In an earlier time, newlyweds Paul (Robert Redford) and Corie (Jane Fonda) spent their very amorous honeymoon in the hotel, in Barefoot in the Park.
Alter his release from prison, Frank White (Christopher Walken) used the Plaza as the base of operations as he attempted to reclaim his crown as King of New York, in King of NewYork.
Just out front, near the fountain, F.B.I. Agent Mike Downey (Mattliew Modine) trailed mob widow Angela Demarco (Michelle Pfeiffer) as she searched for a job. While she was inside a build​ing across the street (the General Motors Build​ing), Agent Downey passed the time singing with a group of street minstrels, in Married to the Mob.
Head north and cross 59 Street (Central Park South) to the north side of the street.

2. Central Park South and Fifth Avenue. In​tersection. While waiting for the light to change at this intersection, Kevin McAllister, held captive by long-time nemeses Marv (Daniel Stern) and Harry (Joe Pesci), in Home Alone 2: Lost in New York, cleverly orchestrated his escape. He pinched the butt of an attractive woman standing in front of them. She turned around and clobbered the two goons, assuming one of them had the roam​ing fingers. Euphoric, Kevin ran off into the rela​tive safety of Central Park.

Now, look across Fifth Avenue.

3. 781 Fifth Avenue. Sherry Netherland
Hotel. Another grand hotel in the old tradition. the Sherry Netherland was home to Miss Zoe Montez (Heather McComb). where she essen​


tially lived alone, with her butler, because her par​ents were always jetting around the world, in Francis Ford Coppola's "Life Without Zoe" seg​ment of New York Stories.
The small block you are on is known as Grand Army Plaza. Continue north a few steps along Fifth Avenue. Note the statue on the left.

4. Fifth Avenue between 59th and 60th Streets. Statue. After his life took a tragic turn, once-hot radio talk show host Jack Lukas (Jeff Bridges) sat at the base of this statue, trying to drink away his sorrows. When that didn't work, he considered ending it all, until he met the mys​terious and troubled Perry (Robin Williams). The rest is the stuff of fantasy, in The Fisher King.
Years earlier, before the statue was even there, journalist Phil Green (Gregory Peck), a new ar​rival to New York, walked through this plaza with his son Tom (a young Dean Stockwell) and sat on a bench near Fifth Avenue, talking about a great many things, in Gentleman's Agreement.
Continue north along Fifth Avenue, until you are halfway between 60 and 61st Streets. Look across Fifth Avenue.

5. Fifth Avenue (between 60th and 61st Streets). The Pierre Hotel. Another well-known symbol of luxury and excellence, this hotel was renamed "The Bradbury" for the movie For Love or Money. It is where concierge Doug Ireland (Michael J. Fox) worked to get anything and everything for his well-tipping guests.

In another film where the hotel was called "The Bradbury," finance whiz Laurel (Whoopi Goldberg) met Mr. Fallen (Eli Wallach) to try and convince him to do business with her and her fic​tional partner, Robert S. Cutty, in Tlie Associate.
25
Walk north the short distance to 61st Street. Again, look across Fifth Avenue.

6. Fifth Avenue and 61st Street. Cafe Pierre.
Soon after receiving unwanted custody of a baby, J.C.Wyatt (Diane Keaton) attended a lunch meet​ing at Cafe Pierre, where, with limited success, she tried to leave the baby with the coat check girl, in Baby Boom.
Look up at the. tower above the Pierre Hotel, just across Fifth Avenue from you.

7. 2 East 61st Street. Pierre Hotel Tower. As
his 65 birthday approached, wealthy communi​cations mogul William Parrish (Anthony Hop-kins) received an unwelcome visit during a fam​ily dinner from a mysterious stranger (Brad Pitt) in his New York City apartment. In Meet Joe Black, that luxurious apartment was high atop this building.

Continue north on Fifth Avenue until you reach the entrance to the Central Park Zoo and the Central Park Arsenal (at 64th Street).

8. Fifth Avenue and 64th Street. After finally agreeing to adopt a baby with his wife Amanda (Helena Bonham Carter), Lenny (Woody Alien) became the model father, in Mighty Aphrodite. In
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the first scene shown with the baby, Amanda and Lenny, with carriage in tow, walked north along Fifth, in front of this entranceway.

If you wish to skip the following short detour through the Central Park Zoo, head north on Fifth Avenue, and skip to Location 12. If you choose to descend the stairs, continue until you are facing the Administration Building, known as the Arsenal. Turn toward the right and follow the path around at the end of the Arsenal.

9. Central Park Zoo. Babe (Dustin Hoffnan) fi​nally convinced the mysterious Elsa (Marthe Keller) to go out with him, in Marathon Man. For their first date, they went to the Central Park Zoo.

During a late-night transformation into a fero​cious canine, book editor Will Randall (Jack Nicholson) stalked the caged animals in this zoo, sending them into a wild frenzy. When two po​lice officers tried to apprehend him—one of them was played by David Schwimmer (Ross, on the television comedy "Friends")—Will leapt onto a nearby rock and disappeared into Central Park, in Wolf.

Walk up to the fence in front of you.

10. Central Park Zoo. Outdoor Patio. Un​happy at home, but knowing that meeting an​other man in the middle of the day was a big step, Alice (Mia Farrow) stood on the patio, try​ing to decide what to do, in Woody Alien's Alice. While she waited outside, the man with whom she was to have her rendezvous, Joe (Joe Mantegna), stood nervously inside one of the build​ings, waiting for her.

Turn right and walk toward the archway known as the Delacorte Clock, with the sculpture of the elephant and bear on top.
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11. Central Park Zoo. Delacorte Clock.
Later on in Marathon Man, Babe walked Mr. Szell (Sir Laurence Olivier) at gunpoint under this arch.

Continue under the archway and follow the path toward the next overpass. Go through the overpass and stay to the right. There should be a long line of benches on your right. Follow the curve of the right-most path. You will exit the park at 67th Street and Fifth Avenue. Turn left on Fifth Avenue and head north until you are be​tween 67th and 68th Streets.

12. 860 Fifth Avenue (between 67th and 68th Streets). Flanders Kittredge (Donald Sutherland) and his wife Ouise (Stockard Channing) lived in lavish style in this building until the tranquility and sterility of their lives was ultimately shattered by a mysterious visitor, Paul (Will Smith), in Six Decrees of Separation.
Cross Fifth Avenue at 67  Street and head south (in the direction of traffic) until you get to 63 Street. Cross 63 and turn left, stopping at the entrance to the building on the corner.

13. 817 Fifth Avenue (at 63rd Street). What would a whirlwind New York City weekend be without a little rendezvous with a member of the fairer sex? If you are Lieutenant Colonel Frank Slade (Al Pacino) and you have very little to look forward to in your life, such a pick-me-up might be just the thing you need. In Scent of a Woman, while his "chaperone" Charlie (Chris O'Donnell) waited in a car at the curb, Frank visited a woman in this building.

Return to Fifth and turn left. Walk south one block to 62nd Street. Cross 62nd and turn left. Walk the short distance to 8 East 62nd Street.
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14. 8 East 62nd Street. Having just been pro​moted to detective, New York City policeman Michael Keegan (Tom Berenger) received his first assignment: protecting wealthy socialite Claire Gregory (Mimi Rogers), who witnessed a murder, in Someone to Watch Over Me. Miss Gre​gory lived in this building, where Detective Keegan learned that more was at stake than just a murder conviction or the safety of the witness:

his marriage.

Return to Fifth Avenue and turn left. Walk south until you get to F.A.O. Schwarz (across from the Plaza Hotel).

15. Fifth Avenue and 58th Street. F.A.O. Schwarz. A tourist attraction in its own right, this fabled and always crowded toy store is where Mr. MacMillan (Robert Loggia) went every Sat​urday to get the pulse of the people, and where he ran into Josh Baskin (Tom Hanks), in Big. It is where the two of them performed a memorable duet of "Heart and Soul" and "Chopsticks" on the "foot piano."
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A few years after they became friends, Lenny, with his adopted son Max, ran into Linda Ash (Mira Sorvino) with her daughter, inside the store, in Mighty Aphrodite. Neither Lenny nor
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Linda knew the full extent to which their lives were intertwined.

If you choose to enter the store, I cannot be re​sponsible for how much money you end up spending while inside, but it is certainly a great temptation.You might end up like hard-working concierge Doug Ireland who entered the store empty-handed and emerged with a large stuffed giraffe, which he then drove around, neck out of the sun roof in his hotel's limousine, in For Love or Money.
If you enter the store, you may exit on Madi​son Avenue. If you do not, walk east on 58th Street, alongside the store, until you get to Madi​son Avenue. Turn left.

16. Madison Avenue and 58th Street. F.A.O. Schwarz. The movie is Baby Boom, and "Tiger Lady" J.C.Wyatt was doing her best to accom​modate the unexpected arrival of a baby in her life. After a big shopping spree, J.C. was seen ex​iting F.A.O. Schwarz on the Madison Avenue side, and piling her packages into a waiting cab at the corner.


57th Street. Turn right on 57th and walk west. Turn left on Madison Avenue and head south for two blocks. Turn right on 55th Street and head west until you are standing across from the St. Regis Hotel.

18. 2 East 55th Street. The St. Regis Hotel.
Another beautiful hotel in an area rich with them, the St. Regis Hotel was the site of the first secret rendezvous between Elliot (Michael Caine) and his wife's sister Lee (Barbara Hershey), in Woody Alien's Hannah and Her Sisters.
In front of this hotel, cab driver Travis Bickle (Robert DeNiro), after he and the city had re​covered from his wild shooting spree (an effort to rid the streets of scum), picked up the beautiful Betsy (Cybill Shepherd), at the end of Taxi Driver.
Within the St. Regis Hotel, at the famed King Cole bar, spurned first wife Elise Eliot tried to drown her sorrows with the help of a sympathetic bartender, in The First Wives Club. Elise was be​moaning the fact that she had been offered the role of a mother in a play, confirming her fears that she was, indeed, getting older.

Head north on Madison for one block, until you reach the north side of 59th Street. Turn right on 59' and walk one block east, until you get to Park Avenue.

17. 502 Park Avenue (at 59th Street). Christie's. Until the Spring of 1999, this build​ing was the home of the famous auction house, where Annie (Diane Keaton) auctioned off all of the belongings of Elise (Goldie Hawn) and Bill (Victor Garber), in The First Wives Club. As part of her divorce, Elise had sold Annie all of the be​longings for $1.
Head south on Park Avenue until you reach 30

Walk the short distance west to Fifth Avenue. Before heading north, look diagonally across the street, to another beautiful hotel, this one, The Peninsula.

19. 700 Fifth Avenue (at 55th Street). The Peninsula Hotel. In the typical disaster movie, the audience is introduced to the cast of charac​ters one-by-one or two-by-two, prior to the onset of the disaster. In Daylight, taxi-driver Kit (Sylvester Stallone) picked up two nasty passen​gers in front of this hotel, and had the harrowing task of driving them through the ill-fated Hol​land Tunnel. To find out whether they make it, you'll have to see the movie.


Renamed "The Barclay Hotel," this is where
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self-styled lothario Joe Buck (JonVoight) went to service one of New York's supposedly "lonely" women, in Midnight Cowboy. Apparently, the staff of the Barclay Hotel didn't share Joe's sense of the importance of his task, because they tossed Joe out on his rear end, while his friend and manager Ratso Rizzo (Dustin Hoffman) waited in the shadows.

In addition, radical attorney Edward J. Dodd (James Woods) was invited to come here to meet with Manhattan District Attorney Robert Rey​nard (Kurtwood Smith) to discuss a case that both men were working on, in True Believer.
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Turn right on Fifth and head north. Stop when you are across from Harry Winston Jewelers, at 718 Fifth Avenue and 56th Street.

20. 718 Fifth Avenue. Harry Winston Jew​elers. Holden (Edward Norton) wanted to buy his girlfriend Skyler (Drew Barrymore) an en​gagement ring and brought along his girl​friend's sister D.J. (Natasha Lyonne) for help. As with everything else in the Woody Alien film Everyone Says I Love You, their shopping spree turned into a full-scale musical number, right here in this store.

Continue north a short distance until you are in front of Tiffany's, at 727 Fifth Avenue and 57th Street.

21. 727 Fifth Avenue. Tiffany's. The name alone should give it away. Mysterious, beautiful "socialite" Holly Golightly (Audrey Hepburn), eating her breakfast pastry and drinking her coffee, stood in front of the store and admired the window displays at the beginning of Break​fast at Tiffany's. Later on, she got to wander in​side with her suitor and neighbor, Paul (George Peppard).

After first arriving in New York, and filled with wonder and excitement, Joe Buck noticed a man lying on the pavement in front of this store, in Midnight Cowboy. What seemed to trouble him more than anything was the seeming callousness of the passersby, -who barely looked at the figure on the ground. TourWalkers will learn that New Yorkers are not like that.

Cross 57 Street and then turn left, crossing Fifth Avenue. Walk the very short distance north on Fifth Avenue until you reach Bergdorf-Goodman.
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22. 754 Fifth Av​enue. Bergdorf-Goodman.    Al​though Mr. Hobson (Sir John Gielgud) remarked that one would   ordinarily have to go to a bowling alley to meet someone of similar stature, mil​lionaire lush Arthur Bach did just fine on his own outside this store, where he watched, with admiration, the
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sticky fingers and quick wit of Linda (Liza Minnelli), in Arthur.
Return to 57th Street and turn right. Head west on 57th until you are standing in front of 9 West 57th. [Note: the large red "9" makes the ad​dress unmistakable. ]

23. 9 West 57th Street. After quitting their high-stress lives and dropping out ot society in an ef​fort to "find themselves," David (Albert Brooks) and wife Linda (Julie Hagerty) instead found that chucking it all was not as easy as they thought it would be, in Lc-s'r in America. Finally realizing that withdrawing wasn't the answer, they left their current jobs in Arizona (he was a school crossing guard and she sold hot dogs at a fast food stand), drove their recreational vehicle all the way to New York City, and pulled up at the curb in front of this building. They may have gotten "lost" in America, but they "found" themselves in New York. Many people do.

For friends of "Friends", the hit television comedy series, it may be interesting to know that Chandler (Matthew Perry) worked in data pro​cessing in this building.

Continue walking west until you reach the Av​enue of the Americas. Cross the Avenue to the west side of the street, cross 57 Street to the south side of the street, and walk west until you are in front of the Atrium to the Parker-Meridien Hotel.

24. 118 West 57th Street. Meridien Hotel. As​sistant District Attorney Tom Logan (Robert Redford) was roped into giving the keynote ad​dress before the Manhattan Legal Society, which met here, in Legal Eagles.
For a very short detour, walk through the hotel lobby and out to 56th Street. As vou emerge on
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56th Street, walk to the curb and note the Air France storefront office directly across the street.

25. 120 West 56th Street. Air France. Finally deciding she had had enough, and more than a little smitten with Joe (Woody Alien), the beauti​ful Von (Julia Roberts) bought an airline ticket to Paris, and then emerged from this office, in Every​one Says I Love You.
Turn around and note the entrance to the hotel you just came through.

26. Parker-Meridien Hotel. 56th Street En​trance. Belinda (Shelley Long) developed feel​ings for Chuck (Henry Winkler), who, thanks to the cleverness of Billy (Michael Keaton), had be​come a pimp of sorts for Belinda and her cohorts, in Night Shift1. Sitting in a car with Billy in front of this entrance, with a customer waiting upstairs, Belinda had a decision to make and, surprisingly, Billy came through with some solid advice.

Go through the hotel's atrium and reemerge on 57th Street. Turn left and walk west on 57th until you reach 146 West 57th Street. It is the tall, black, triangular-shaped building between Sixth and Seventh Avenues. Look up.

27. 146 West 57th Street. Metropolitan
Tower. This imposing structure was home to Jack Lukas, in The Fisher King, before a tragic shooting spree, possibly suggested by him to a caller to his radio talk show, turned his life upside down.

There are two ways to get to Carnegie Hall. One, as the old saying goes, is to practice. The

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other, and much quicker way, is to walk west a very short distance.

28. 154 West 57th Street. Carnegie Hall. Well-known symphony conductor Claude Eastman (Dudley Moore) suspected that his much younger and very beautiful wife Daniella (Nastassja Kinski) was cheating on him. To make things worse, Claude thought the affair was with fellow musi​cian Max Stein (Armand Assante), with whom Claude was currently working, here, in Unfaithfully Yours.
Some TourWalkers may remember a 1947 movie called Carnegie Hall. It featured such classi​cal music artists as Artur Rubinstein, Leopold Stokowski, Jasclia Heifetz, Ezio Pinza, and the New-York Philharmonic, and you are looking at where much of it was filmed.


30. Central Park South and Seventh Avenue.
On the park side of the street, the out-of-their-element cowboys Pepper (Woody Harrelson) and Sonny (Kiefer Sutherland) bade farewell to their friend Sam (Ernie Hudson), a cop who longed to be a cowboy, before heading back to New Mex​ico, in The Cowboy Way.
Head east along 59th Street, but not on the park side of the street. [Note: if the tall statue of Christopher Columbus appears to get larger the more you walk, you are heading in the wrong di​rection). Continue to 160 Central Park South.

31. 160 Central Park South. Essex House.
Upon arriving in New York for his ill-fated ren​dezvous with Terry (Annette Bening), in Love Af​fair, Mike Gambril (Warren Beatty) checked in here.

Continue walking west to Seventh Avenue. Cross Seventh, then turn right, cross 57  and walk north up Seventh (against the traffic) until you reach the far corner of 58 Street. Turn and look diagonally across Seventh Avenue, to the beautiful structure on the southeast corner.

29. Seventh Avenue and 58th Street. Cater​ers Holly (Dianne Wiest) and April (Carrie Fisher) met David (Sam Waterston, in an un​billed role), an attractive and interesting archi​tect, at a party they were catering, in Hannah and Her Sisters. After the party, David took the two women on a tour of what he considered to be some of Manhattan's more interesting architec​tural structures. This building, housing the restaurant Petrossian at ground level, was one of the buildings on that tour.


The next location has changed names from when it appeared in a movie, but still deserves mention. Continue east and stop at 112 Central Park South.

32. 112 Central Park South. The Westin. In the movie Regarding Henry, once cutthroat lawyer Henry Turner (Harrison Ford) struggled to remember his life before he was shot in a holdup. The first word he spoke after his ordeal was "Ritz." He was remembering the Ritz-Carlton, which was the previous name of this hotel. In the movie. Henry went to the hotel and sat in a room, trying to remember his ear​lier life. An unexpected visit by co-worker Linda (Rebecca Miller) helped Henry remem​ber things he wished he hadn't.

Go north on Seventh Avenue until you reach Central Park South (59th Street).
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Walk east until you are in front of 50 Central Park South.
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33. 50 Central Park South. The St. Moritz Hotel. While dining at the Waldorf-Astoria (sec Walking Tour 7: Midtown) with his cowboy companion Sonny, Pepper made a big impression on Margaret (Marg Helgenberger) and she in​vited him to a party, somewhere high up in this hotel, in The Cowboy Way.
Walk a little further east until you are across from the entrance to the subway, on the north side of Central Park South, that seems to be built into the stone wall that runs the length of Cen​tral Park. Two lanterns adorn the entrance.

34. Central Park South Subway Entrance (between Fifth and Sixth Avenues). Had Woody Harrelson chosen to live on Central Park South, he would have had a very short commute to work each day. In vet another location on this short stretch,Woody found himself here, in Money Train. After another ''chewing out" by the boss

(Robert Blake), partners and brothers Charlie (Woody) and John (Wesley Snipes) emerged from this staircase and headed east on this street, just as you are doing.

And, sadly, all good things must come to an end. including Walking Tour 1: 57th Street Shopper's Delight. So, just as Charlie and John had done in Money Train, you should continue
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east. Pause just before you reach the end of Cen​tral Park and note the Oak Room and Bar to your right.
35. Central Park South (west of Fifth Av​enue). Plaza Hotel. Oak Room and Bar.
Feel free to head into the famed Oak Room at the Plaza for some coffee, a drink, a snack or a meal. Frank Slade and Charlie did, in Scent of a Woman.
Continue east until you reemerge at the in​tersection of Central Park South and Fifth Av​enue, with the park on your left and the Plaza Hotel on your right. You have now reached the end of Walking Tour 1: 57th Street Shopper's Delight.You are not far from the starting points for several other Walking Tours, including Walk​ing Tour 2: The (Lower) Upper West Side, Walking Tour 4: The Upper East Side and Walking Tour 8: Broadway and Beyond. Be my guest.
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
